Today, it offers a 

testimony to early modern architecture, urban planning and landscape design, all of which were influenced 

by the Arts and Crafts movement and the Vienna Secession. The serial property consists of two component 

parts including 23 elements, such as the Wedding Tower (1908), the Exhibition Hall (1908), the Plane Tree 

Grove (1833, 1904-14), the Russian Chapel of St. Maria Magdalena (1897-99), the Lily Basin, the
